Not that I condone stealing anyways…
but when “times is tough,” Fred Meyer will 
be the last store to su�er horrible losses. 
Just saying…

Phone Got Shut O� – Oh, that’s an easy �x. 
If you have Wi-Fi, just use a Wi-Fi call app. 
I used to use WhatsApp, but it’s through 
Meta now, and I’ve all but blacklisted 
Facebook and all Zuckface has created at 
this point. There are tons of options avail-
able here. Just look into it. Not having 
money for a phone bill doesn’t have to be 
an end to a means. You can also try car-
rier pigeons. Give pigeons a job! Please! 
They’re jobless on the streets, barely sur-
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viving, with homes made of twigs and cigarette butts. Let’s 
make carrier pigeons a thing again. There is a hashtag there, 
somewhere…

No Money for Wi-Fi – I gotcha again! In Portland and Seattle, 
and I’m sure some major towns and cities in between, there 
are free Wi-Fi areas that actively advertise this as a service 
they’re proud to provide. You can look these up online (if 
you’re already in an area with Wi-Fi at that time, like a Fred 
Meyer or Slaveway). You can also just not use the internet. I 
mean, what can the internet give you that your own ingenu-
ity can’t already handle? Hungry? Don’t know what to eat? 
Go drive somewhere. Literally everywhere has a restaurant. 
There is a restaurant on almost any corner of every major 
city. You do not need GrubChub. Trying to look up facts 
about a topic you swear you know more about to a friend? 
Obviously, you don’t if you have to use your phone or com-
puter to look it up. At that point, think about what you’re 
doing and whether it’s worth even knowing. It’s called 
practicing mindfulness. You will never, ever need to know 
“how many grains of salt are on a typical beach?” Never. If, 
for some reason, you do still need to know this fact, go to 
the damn library. They need your patronage. Libraries are 
so underrated…

Side note…libraries can provide you with almost any re-
source you need for anything ever. Social anxiety and need 
to make an appointment? The librarian can legally do this 
for you. Need to know some areas with free Wi-Fi, other 
than the library you’re standing in? The library can give you 
this. Need to use a computer to look up facts about sand 
on beaches? They got the ‘net! They even have books! Such 
an underrated, underutilized source of a literal wealth of 
knowledge makes me want to tell anyone who asks me a 
question to just, “Go ask the librarian, bitch.” The librarian 
knows all or is mostly all-knowing. 

I guess that’s everything I wanted to share with you guys. 
Really, I just wanted to talk about how useful the library is, 
but I felt that an entire article on that might require me to 
either create some sort of sexy story to go along with the 
facts I provide…or a di�erent reading audience altogether. I 
know where our magazines are viewed/read, and that’s who 
I write for. You (*insert genuine smiley face here*). 

Hannah One Cup can be found reading a book at the library 
before having to return to the eggless reality she lives in, bast-
ing chicken with mayonnaise when she feels like deep frying 
something. Send her a carrier pigeon sometime. She’d totally 
love that.
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Ah, the merch table. The tiny, little avenue of 
commerce where the working musician makes 
any money. The one place where musicians 
(who are often—with other artists—a bastion 
of leftist ideology) debase themselves and sub-
mit to the evils of capitalism.

It shouldn’t have to be this way. However, since 
the labor of your performance is simply not val-
ued anymore, we sad bastards can only make 
any money by peddling little wares at a table 
by the bathroom door.

Don’t feel that bad, fellow bottom-shelf musi-
cians! This appears to be the case even in the 
upper echelons. Members of Arcade Fire and 
Mastodon have said in interviews that the only 
way they make money anymore is by going on 
tour. Even then, the only real income they see is 
from merchandise sales. Don’t ask for sources; 
I’m too lazy to �nd the interviews in question. 
Just believe me.

It checks out, though. For most shows at Moda 
Center, you’ll notice that the merchandise kiosk 
is just clothes, mainly T-shirts. This is because 
clothing is a pretty universally consumed item, 
and it’s relatively cheap to make (for now, we’ll 
see what happens with the cute little game of 
Tari� Keepaway the convicted rapist and failed 
reality TV star is playing with the global econ-
omy). They’re also lightweight. Rarely will you 
see vinyl records, CDs, or non-clothing items at 
the bigger shows. It’s much cheaper to just ship 
boxes and boxes of T-shirts on tour with the 
band and then sell them for about 60 bucks.

Writer’s note: I should mention that The Cure, at 
their Moda Center performance in 2022, actu-
ally sold their T-shirts for $20 or thereabouts. 
They also demanded evil Ticketmaster lower their 
highway robbery, monopoly, bullshit prices. But 
again, this is the exception, not the rule. They
can’t all be saints like Robert Smith.

As one of the non-Moda Center musicians read-
ing this, I’m sure you’re no stranger to peddling 
T-shirts at your dumb, little shows for much the 
same reason. Everyone, besides nudists and
tank top weirdos, wears T-shirts, and it’s a de-
cently cheap item to order in bulk.

But don’t you wish you could sell something 
else? Have some variety on that foldout table 
by the bathroom door? I can tell you the cus-
tomer wishes you had something else. They can
only buy so many fucking T-shirts! I’ve seen so 

many di�erent, weird band merch ideas, from 
charm bracelets to condoms, to literal posters 
of the performer’s bare ass. All fun and good, 
but something I’ve noticed that consumers re-
spond to, in terms of buying something with 
your logo on it—it’s gotta be something they’re 
gonna use. Lighters are great. Beer koozies, too,
although I still don’t know anyone who actu-
ally uses one. If your beer is too cold for your 
poor little hand, just drink it faster, dummy. Still, 
these wares are exactly the kind that’ll sell like 
hotcakes because it’s easy to slap your logo on 
them, and they’re things that everyone uses 
every day. Think about the kinds of people that 
go to your shows and think about the kinds of 
things they’ll always have on them.

Pipes

Lighters are one thing, but what about the oth-
er paraphernalia related to smoking? Imagine 
your band name or logo slapped on a glass or 
metal pipe. You’ll be on everyone’s co�ee table! 
Glass too rich for your blood? Just spray paint 
Coke cans, crush ‘em, and poke holes in ‘em. 
Cheap merch! And it’s a thing your fans will al-
ways use!

Flasks

You don’t see �asks much anymore. But I guess 
you’re not supposed to, right? Still. With who 
knows what’s happening with this tari� non-
sense, Mexican tequila, Swedish vodka, and 

real Scotch might start to balloon in price. Let’s 
bring back sneaking our own booze into bars! 
As your fans duck into the bathroom to take
swigs in between the shots you buy at the bar, 
they can bond over their favorite local bands!

Little Plastic Baggies

Speaking of sneaking o� to the bathroom, 
what’s another thing that all the average mu-
sic enjoyers also enjoy? Especially in Portland? 
That’s right! Nose candy! Despite what your 
older family members and those annoying,
straight-edge kids say, everyone loves blow! No 
one thinks of stamping their logo on everyone’s 
favorite little piece of plastic. Hell, if only there 
was also a way to sell these little baggies pre-
loaded with an eight ball. I suppose that’s on 
you and whatever connections you have.

Straws

Branding! Branding! Branding! You got your 
band name or logo on the little baggy? Put it on 
the straw, too! With plastic straws coming back 
in vogue (fuck them turtles), these will proba-
bly be super cheap to buy in bulk. Then, just put 
a sticker on or draw on your band name or logo. 
We’ve lost the war with microplastics anyway, 
so we might as well have some fun.

Remember, the best-selling merchandise is the 
stu� that people use on the reg. It’s not about 
what you’re trying to sell, it’s about what your 
customer needs. And everyone needs a thing 
to put their favorite drugs in! Since we can’t de-
stroy capitalism, we may as well game it as best 
we can. Best of luck, losers!
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Well, here I am, once again, using this plat-
form that Exotic has so generously handed 
me for the purpose of shameless self-promo-
tion. Last June, I wrote about Strip City, the 
TV sitcom that I co-wrote with a friend and 
that I was—and still am—pursuing. I pushed 
my Kickstarter campaign to raise money to 
pay for the pilot �lming. As it turns out, times 
are tough, and Kickstarter failed to meet the 
set funding goal. Not one to let that stop me, 
I set out dreaming up alternate means of rais-
ing money.  

When I approached my boss, Frank, about 
the possibility of hosting a fundraising event 
at X Exotic Lounge, where I work, he readily 
granted me his blessing. After securing both 
a venue and the support of my bosses, my 
next task was to �gure out what the event 
would be. It occurred to me that I’ve got-
ten to know a few stand-up comics over the 
years and that a stand-up comedy night in a 
strip club might be fun. 

I pitched the idea to Frank, who responded 
by saying, “Yeah...like Lenny Bruce used to 
do.” Now, I knew of Lenny Bruce. I knew he 
was one of the gods in the pantheon of com-
edy. I immediately recognized that it wasn’t 
an insigni�cant thing for my boss to draw 
such a comparison. I also recognized that 
when it came to Lenny Bruce, I possessed a 
knowledge gap that clearly needed to be 
closed. The next day, I opened up Wikipe-
dia and looked up this legendary comedian 

whose name my boss had invoked. I learned 
that Lenny started performing his stand-up 
material as an emcee at strip clubs in LA. But 
what I read next left me picking my jaw up o� 
the �oor. One of the �rst clubs he performed 
in was a strip club in LA called Strip City. The 
synchronicity of the whole thing felt to me, 
deep in my soul, like the universe telling me, 
in no uncertain terms, that I was on the right 
track.

Those moments of con�rmation didn’t end 
there. I recently saw a video on YouTube in 
which Bert Kreischer spoke with Cheech 
Marin and Tommy Chong, and about 5 min-
utes in, the conversation turned to the fact 
that comedy clubs, as we know them, didn’t 
exist when Cheech and Chong were starting 
out. Instead, they performed at strip clubs, 
to the confusion of the audience, who were 
initially ba�ed by such an interruption. Why, 
the audience wondered, were they watching 
these guys perform their act and not staring 
at the titties they were there to see? 

I was watching M*A*S*H recently, and the 
�rst episode of season 10 shows a USO tour 
that had come to Korea to perform for the 
troops. One of the singers on the tour devel-
ops acute appendicitis and is rushed to the 
4077th, where Hawkeye removes her ap-
pendix. When the other performers on the 
tour made their way to the MASH unit, I was 
struck by the fact that the headliners of the 
tour were a comedian named Fast Freddie 
and Brandy Doyle, a world-famous stripper.

What I’ve come to realize is that, far from 
the novel concept for an entertaining show 
that I initially thought I’d dreamed up, I in-
stead managed to stumble—completely un-
aware—upon a rich tradition, a deeply inter-
twined history that exists between the worlds 
of burlesque entertainment and stand-up 
comedy. Although I’ve long known about 
Portland’s famed and storied strip club cul-
ture, I’m only now beginning to understand 
what a truly robust stand-up scene our city 
has. I’ve only begun to scratch the surface of 
the widespread open-mic network that exists 
throughout Portland, but I’m starting to get 

the picture. I can’t even begin to express how 
exciting it’s been to bring together the com-
edy and strip club worlds (I guess you could 
say we’ve brought those worlds back togeth-
er) and to watch it resonate with people.

While I was the guy who dreamed this whole 
thing up, I’ve had an overwhelming amount 
of help along the way. I mentioned my idea 
to Japan the Punk Rock Comic, a regular at X 
Exotic Lounge and a revered elder within the 
Portland comedy scene, who naturally has a 
dedicated following in…Korea (which, to me, 
is a piece of conceptual comedy that I imag-
ine Andy Kaufman would have found hilari-
ous...it’s sure got me laughing pretty hard). 
He approached me less than a week later to 
let me know he’d put together a full lineup of 
comedians and that we just needed to pick 
a date. I’ve learned a lot from Japan about 
how to put on a good show, and without 
him, I’d probably still have this comedy night 
trapped in the limbo of the planning phase.

I’ve also found a mentor in the form of 
Spartacus, a regular at Dixie Tavern (he goes 
by Spartacus, but at Dixie, we a�ectionately 
abbreviate it to “Sparky”). I’ve listened, fas-
cinated, to the stories he’s told and retold 
over the years of his days working at the fa-
mous Comix Annex in Houston, Texas. Sparky 
worked there in the ‘80s as security and, 
eventually, as a manager. He took advan-
tage of the opportunity presented by such a 
workplace and broke into stand-up himself. 
Back then, Comix Annex was a comedy prov-
ing ground akin to The Comedy Store in LA, 
or The Improv or The Comedy Cellar in New 
York. Sparky speaks fondly of his experiences 
getting to know legends like Sam Kinison 
and Bill Hicks, meeting the likes of Bob Saget, 
Chris Rock, Brett Butler, and Dana Carvey, and 
opening for Andrew Dice Clay. When I told 
him I was starting a comedy show and that I 
was working up a set so I could try my hand 
at performing, he gifted me four old note-
books full of his handwritten comedy mate-
rial. When he gave me those notebooks, he 
did so while telling one of Mitch Hedberg’s 
jokes, telling me, “Here, you throw these 
away.” Joke’s on him, though. I’ll treasure 
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those notebooks to my dying day!

We’ve had several amazing performers at the three shows we’ve 
put on so far. Richie Stratton, for one—local emcee extraordi-
naire—who also happens to be the �rst comedian to perform at 
the Warped Tour. We also have BJ McNaughty, a Portland strip-
per whose clown act landed her an appearance on Jerry Springer 
back in the day. Bryan Withawhy, who hosts the El Oh Hell com-
edy open mic at Dante’s, has graced our stage. Keegan Bell and 
Jesse Hooper were also recently invited to perform at Jimmy Kim-
mel’s comedy club in Las Vegas. And let’s not forget Juan Den-
mark, who has made a name for himself through his appearances 
on Kill Tony.

In addition to all the established comics who have lent their tal-
ent, it’s been fun to watch a brand new crop of comedians �nd 
the inspiration to begin performing. Once I started talking with DJ 
Dick Hennessy about the show I was putting together, something 
clicked with him, and he’s been hitting the open mics religiously 
ever since. Some of the guys I’ve befriended while we judged 
Dick’s competitions together have started performing at the 
open mics, as well. Speaking of competitions, this August, Dick 
is rolling out a new one: Strip Jokers. It’s going to be a comedy 
competition held in strip clubs across the city, in which a stripper 
will join each comic on stage and remove an item of clothing for 
each laugh the comic gets from the crowd. If the stripper ends 
up naked, the comic will head to �nals. You won’t want to miss it!

You also don’t want to miss Strip City presents: Tits & Giggles at X 
Exotic Lounge. I hope to see you there!
